Ground Mount Fixed-Length Frames - Installing The Banner
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The banner is ready to be attached to the frame.

Next - turn arms away from center until they are upside down from their
original position. The banner should now cover the arms and still be face up.

OVERVIEW OF BANNER INSTALLATION ON GROUND MOUNT FIXED LENGTH BANNER FRAMES (see next page for step by step details)
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The banner installs on all Ground Mount Models by turning the End arms - with the banner attached - inward and sliding them onto the Strongback. If your model has
one or more Center Arms, you will need to locate the Retaining Rod(s) on the outside of the banner. When properly installed, the banner wraps around and conceals
the End arms - if the banner does not conceal the End Arms it is not installed properly and wind damage can result to your banner and framework.

Pick up the banner and manuever it to the front (street)
side of the frame, with graphic facing the street. On the
right side of the frame, turn the Dead End Arm inward
and insert its Glide into the Strongback as shown.
